The Debtor is a public limited company listed on the Stock Exchange of Thailand and
engages in the airline business and businesses directly related to logistics operation. Its address
registered with the Department of Business Development is 89 Vibhavadi Rangsit Road Bangkok. Air
Chief Marshal Chatyapruk Didyasarin, Chairman of the Board of Directors, and Mr. Peraphon
Thawornsupacharoen are co-signatory Directors where their joint signatures and company seal are
required for binding effect of the Debtor. To file the Petition for Business Reorganization and proceed
with this case, the Debtor appointed Mr. Chakkeit Parapuntakul to be an authorized person, Details are
as appears in the company certificate and power of attorney, the Petition Exhibit No.1.

The Debtor would like to inform the Court that the amount of its definite debt is not
1ess than Baht 10,000,000. As at 31 March 2020, i.e. the first quarter of 2020, the Debtor was indebted
to all creditors in an amount of Baht 352,494,285,416, encompassing:

However, the financial statements as at 31 March 2020 are still in the
process of review by the certified auditor, Therefore, the financial statements reviewed by the certified
auditor will be presented te the Cowurt during the trial..

Besides the abovementioned liabilities, the Debtor is currently incapable of settling due
debis, As at 21 May 2020, the due debts of the Debtor to various creditors are Baht 10,248,209,821.50,

Total debts as at 21 May 2020 amounted to over Baht 10,200 million, in which the
Debtor was incapable of settling the same. Moreover, the creditor particular as at 21 May 2020 above
excluding other types of creditors, e.g. unrecognized logistic income creditors, details of which will

be presented to the Court during the trial.

Currently, several domestic and overseas creditors served letters rejecting the deferred
repayment request of the Debtor as well as letters notifying payment default and demanding for
repayment by the Debtor, and declaring their intention fo enforce related elause of contract to enforce

security deposit due to the Debtor’s default of payment. Certain examples are provided below.

(1)  CIMB Thai Bank Public Company Limited rejected the request for extended period of
short-term Joan granted in a form of promissory notes amounting to Baht 1,000 million. Consequently,
the Debtor immediately defaulted in payment. Details are as appeared in the copy of the leiter of CIMB
Thai Bank Public Company Limited dated 18 May 2020, Petition Exhibit No.3.

(2)  The Islamic Bank of Thailand demanded the Debtor to make repayment of principal
and interest, which were due on 22 May 2020 amounting to Baht 500,602,739.73. Details are as
appeared in the copy of letter of The Islamic Bank of Thailand dated 18 May 2020, Petition Exhibit
Nod.

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(3)  The Immigration Division 2, in the capacity of the collection agent for serviced aitlines,
submitied a letter wamning the Debtor to make payment for overtime operating fee in the total amount
of approximately Baht 53 million. Details were as appeared in the copy of 33 letters of the Immigration
Division 2.

(4)  The Public Debt Management Office (PDMO) of the Ministry of Finance served a letter
demanding the Debtor to make repayment of the loan provided by the Ministry of Finance to the Debior
amounting to USD 500,000,000 (or approximately Baht 15,000,000,000) for the acquisition of two
Afrbus 380-800 aircraft. The said transaction was swapped from USD-currency loan with floating
interest rate to BURO-currency loan. Details are as appeared in the copy of the letter of PDMO Ne.
Gor.Xor. 0904/Lor.53 dated 22 May 2020. Petition Exhibit No.6.

(5)  AerCap Ireland Capital Designated Activity Company, in capacity of the Trustee of
Series One of the AerCap Global Aviation Trust—the lessor of one Boeing 787-8 aircraft with the
serial number 35315 md two of Rells Royce Trent 1000-AE engine, notified thaf the Debtor was
defanlt on payment of the aircraft leasing fee and other due fees as stated in the leasing agreement
totalling USD 2,282,022 (or approximately Baht 73,02 million). The lessor therefore settled the said
amount by deducting the same from the seciurity deposit. Details are as appeated in the copy of the
letter of AerCap Ireland Capital Designated Activity Company dated 19 May 2020 (for the engine with
the serial number 35315). Petition Exhibit Ne.7. The Debtor was obligated to make payment in order
to maintain the full amount of security deposit as requited by the related agreement. However, the

Debtor was incapable to make such payment.

(6)  AerCap Treland Capital Designated Activity Company, in capacity of the Trustee of
Series One of the AerCap Global Aviation Trust—the lessor of one Boeing 787-8 aircraft with the
serial number 35316 and two of Rolls Royce Trent 1000-AE engine, notified the Debtor that it was
default in payment of the aircraft leasing fee and other due fees under the leasing agreement totalling
USD 2,285,134 (or approximately Baht 73.02 million). The lessor therefore deducted the said amount
from the security deposit. Details are as appeared in the copy of the letter of AerCap Ireland Capital
Designated Activity Company
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dated 19 May 2020 (for the engine with the serial number 35316). Petition Exhibit No.8. The Debtor
was obligated to make payment in order to maintain the full amount of security deposit as required by

the related agreement. However, the Debtor is incapable to make such payment.

(7)  Goldfish Funding Limited, in capacity of the lessor of one Boeing 787-9 aircraft with
the serial number 38777 and two of Rolls Royce Trent 1000-D2 engine, notified the Debtor that it was
default in payment of the aircrafi leasing fee and other due fees under the leasing agreement totalling
USD 3,000,144 (or approximately Baht 96 million). The lessor therefore deducted the said amount
from the security deposit. Details are as appeared in the copy of the letter of Goldfish Funding Limited
dated 19 May 2020, Petifion Exhibit No.9. The Debtor was obligated to make payment in order o
maintain the full amount of security deposit as required by the related agreement, However, the Debtor

1s meapable to make such payment.

(8) DP Aireraft UK Limited, in capacity of lessor of one Boeing 787-8 aircraft with the
serial number 36110, notified the Debtor that it failed to make payment of leasing fee due on 9 May
2020, which was deemed that the Debtor defaulted in payment. Details are as appeared in the copy of
the letter of DP Aircraft UK Limit dated 18 May 2020 (for the engine with the serial number 36110),
Petitien Exhibit No.10. The Debtor is incapable to make payment of the said debt.

(9)  DP Aircraft UK Limited, in capacity of lessor of one Boeing 787-8 aircraft with the
serial numiber 35320, notified the Debtor that it failed to make payment of leasing fee due on 9 May
2020, which was deemed that the Debtor defaulted in payment. Details are as appeared in the copy of
the letter of DP Aireraft UK Limit dated 18 May 2020 (for the engine with the serial number 35320).
Petition Exhibit No.11. The Debtor is incapable to make payment of the said debt.

The abovementioned letters were merely samples of letters demanding the Debtor to
make repayment of its debts and notifying that the Debtor defanlted in payments. The debts totalled
amounting over Baht 10,200 million explain above have been due and the Debtor is incapable of

making any payment thereof.

Besides these overdue debts mentioned above, the Debtor bears monthly cost necessary
for its normal operations, Even amid the COVID-19 crisis, resulting that the Debtor is unable to
continue its airline operation as normal, the Debtor was obligated to setile recurring expenses, including

monthly salary and wages of 21,265 employees totalling approximately Baht 1,400 million per month

(the expense of which would be around Baht 2,800 million per month in normal situation), fuel cost
of approximately Baht 23 million (the expense of which would be around Baht 4,400 million per month
in normal situation), the aircraft repair and maintenance fees of Baht 185 million {the expense of which
would be around Baht 1,650 million per month in normal sitvation) and so forth. In this regard, the
monthly expenses necessary for normal operation of the Debtor during the COVID-19 crisis was
approximately Baht 2,800 (o 2,900 million. The amount which would be around Baht 12,000 to 13,000
miltion during normal situation. Further details will be presented to the Court during the trial.

Based on the foregoing, the Debtor has incurred a large amount of debts due and it is
unable to maice such payments. In addition, the Debtor has also incurred a large amount of debts which
are becoming due and the Debtor anticipates that it is incapable of making payments. It shows the
definite amount of debts is not less than Baht 10,000,000 in total.

For the period as at 31 March 2020, the Debtor owed to all creditors amounting Baht
352,494,285,416 as stated in the Clause 3 above. Therefore, the liabilities of the Debtor exceeded
its assets totalling Baht 2,857,845,092, resulting in negative shareholder’s equity. The assets of the
Debtor do not suffice its debts; details of which were stated in the particular of assets and liabilities of
the Debtor as at 31 March 2020 in the Petition Exhibit No.2.

Besides the fact that the Debtor’s liabilities exceeded its assets, the Debtor is incapable
of making payment of upcoming due debts. As at 21 May 2020, the Debtor has due debts fo its domestic
and overseas ereditors which it is unable to pay amounting approximately Baht 10,200 million. The

facts of which are as presented to the Court in clause 3 above.
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Clause 5. Reasonable grounds for reorganization of the Debtor’s business

As it may please the Court, the grounds of the Debtor's insolvency and inability to make
payments are irrelevant to the foundation of its business. They were due to several other factors which

led to issues and obstacles in its business operation. Each perspective of which is described below.

8.1 The business of the Debtor has sound business foundation worth the

reorganization,

The Debtor would like to clarify that its core business is to engage in the full-service
airline operaticn i.e. an airline that provides full services to customers or passengers on par with the
international standards, including full service provision for passengers and belongings from theix
origins to destinations. It is also renowned as the national airline of Thailand with its opérétiné base at
Suvarnabhumi Airport, which serves as centre of its logistics network. The Debtor has been in the
business for over 60 years and had enjoyed successive business expansion, either from ifs listing on
the Stock Exchange of Thailand or its previous capital increase. As at 22 May 2020, the Debtor’s
registered capital is Baht 26,989,009,500.00 and the paid-up capital is Babt 21,827,719,170.00.
Shareholders of the Debtor included the Ministry of Finance, retail investors in Thailand and overseas,
and its employees. On 17 October 2013, the Debior sstablished Thai Smile Airways Company Limited
to operate domestic flights in Thailand as well as those with flight routes to and from countries. in
neighbouring regions. In this regard, the Debtor owned 100 percent shares of Thai Smile Airways
Company Limited.

Regarding passenger flight service, the Debtor is the sole operator in Thailand with rights to
fly routes to major cities around the world. Its flight network offers extensive global coverage due to
its membership as it is a founding member of Star Alliance network, which is the first of its kind in
the world. It also owns the highest number of routes to major overseas airports when compared to other
players in Thailand. Such prestige was attained from the facts that the Debtor has been awarded and
has used the grounding rights on time and in consecutive manner (grandfather’s rights), which was
rarely granied to any new players in the industry. This privilege therefore is the goodwill of the
business worth saving for the benefit of the Debtor as well as creditors, and especially Thai population

in general so as to provide superior convenience for them on their trips overseas.

The Debtor constantly strives to further develop the quality of ifs products and services.
Additionally, its customcr base consisted of various customer segments, includng the premium
segment comprising first-class and business class flyers, plaiinum and gold card members,
government authorities, corporates, business persons, Small and Medium Enterprise (SME) owners,
leisure fraveller, students, customers visiting friends and relatives, special interest and lifestyle,
attendees of seminar, trade exhibition, travel, MICE customers and so forth.

Moreover, the Debtor also engages in cargo and mail terminal operations, which generate

additional stream of revenues besides its regular passenger flight operations.

In addition to the above air transportation businesses, the Debfor also extended to
other business units with solid foundation. Examples are as follows.

Cargo and Mail Terminal Services. The Debtor is a provider of cargo and mail terminal
manapgement service at Suvarnabhumi airport and that of cargo management at Chiangmai airport,
Chiangrai sirport, Hatyai airport, Krabi airport, and Phuket airport. Cazgo management comprises of
management of temporary storage and maintenance of general products, special-care products such
as fresh produce, live animals, precious objects, and transfer of temperature~controlled items and so
on. -

Ground Customer Services. The Debtor offers convenience transfer for passengers from
arrival to validation protocels along different airport zones until the path to the aircraft, and from
aircraft to the ground services for inbound and outbound fliphts. The Debtor provides such service

to its own passengers and those of its airline customers.
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Ground Equipment Services. The Debtor provides the aircrafi-related services,
convenience at the apron taxiway, both for the Debtor and its airline customets to ensure smooth

operation and utmost safety for punctual inbound and outbound flights.

Catering Services. The Debtor engages in production of meals served to passengers of
domestic and international flights of the Debtor and passengers of other leading airlines. It also extends
to food-related businesses such as a restaurant at Suvarnabhumi Airport, Puff & Pie Bakery House,
and catering service for internal and external parties, including catering service to business partners,
e.g. the Mass Transit Authority and Café Amazon.

Other arms of the Debtor’s businesses are aircraft repair and maintenance service, flight
facilitation service, in-flight duty-free sales services, souvenir sales, and flight simulation service.

The Debtor would like to add that these businesses are of high potential and essential to the
air communications and airfreight logistics network. The Debtor owns all necessary resources for its
business operation, coupled with 6 decades of experience and reputation that have earned the trust of
general population from goods and services provided. The Debtor also facilitates other entities in the
airline industry and delivers optimal efficiency in every aspect. Furthermore, the Debtor.has trained
all levels of its employees to equip them with great expertise, ranging from pilots, flight attendants,
maintenance feams, technicians, and ground service employees, using its experiences and knowledge
Tearned from its extensive business operation. As a result, the Debtor has capable and well-experienced
operating staffs with various certificates and specific qualifications. Such long-standing experience
and expertise are the invaluable core strength of the Debtor—the strength that other players in Thailand
could not surpass due to the lack of well-rounded capabilities. The Debior’s employees are top
professionals who are qualified, with diligence and honesty as well as the spirit to dedicate for the

success and survival of the Debtor if it is granted with an opportunity to catry out reorganization.

5.2 The Debtor encountered financial trouble not because of its business

foundation, but because of swift and drastic changes
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The Debtar hereby informs that it has been able to adjust well in the past where it continuously
ended the years with profit and paid dividend to shareholders. Ylowever, in the recent
10 years, the airline industry became the red ocean domestically and internationally to the extent that

the Debtor’s business was inevitably impacted.

The international airline industry has witnessed fiercer competition as a result of
more network expansion, frequent flights and new players entering the fnli-service as well as low-cost
segments, which have continuously expanded their presence into the Thai market, including those from
the middle-east countries, China, and other countries. Their adjusted strategies are to strengthen the
home-based hub while extending the network in Southeast Asia or ASEAN. European airlines also
turned more attention to Thailand, which were reflected in higher frequency of existing flights,
introduction of new routes, aitcraft modification, extension of flights to cities other than Bangkok, all
of which were offered at extreme price competition, especially those offered by full-service Middle-
east airlines. They have advantages over the Debtor since their governments granted special subsidy
on fuel cost, that allowed these airlines to operate at much lower fuel cost when benchmarked against

the market and to enjoy advantages in ticket pricing and other service provision.

In addition, several low-cost airlines have been expanding their international flight
operation which included new flights originated from majoras well as secondary cities, targeting high-
growth potential couniries such as People’s Republic of China, Japan, India, Cambedia, Laos,
Myanmar, and Vietnam while longer routes to Buropean countries were also introduced. The
abovementioned routes were the core routes of the Debtor’s operaiion, which, at the same time, have
* been challenged by the establishment of new airline alliances connecting routes within the network of
low-cost airlines. Furthermore, they constantly waged price war where products and services were

offered at the scale closer to the full-service airlines.

For the domestic airline industry where only a few competitors were allowed to enter
in the past; and the routes were limited to avoid redundancy with those of the Debtor, which is the
national airline of Thailand, facilitating successive growth of the business in respect of

domestic {light expansion, Thailand shifted to adopt the open skies policy in the year 2004,
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It turns the business environment to the red ocean where the Debtor was forced to compete against
both existing low-cost airlines and new players. Consequently, the Debtor had more business
competitors. It has to operate amid introduction of repetitive routes introduced by low-cost airlines and
atternpted to survive by decreasing the number of flights and flight schedules of op-board staff, which
also diminished its chance to generate siream of revenue from its existing resources. The Debtor strived
at its best to secure the business through feasibility study on business adjustment and readjustment of
its fleet and emplovees engaged in domestic operation. However, the status of state-owned enterprise
prohibited it from optimizing its agility in tertus of cost and expense management to be on par with
other private airlines. Consequently, average revenue per unit continnously declined. In the year 2019,
there were 18 domestic airlines offering scheduled and non-scheduling flights to a total of 37.3 million
passengers. The Debtor and its subsidiary, Thai Smile Airways Company Limited, served a total of
6.3 passengers, accounting for 16.8 percent of market share, which was considered as sound
performance when compared to the 2019 market which saw a decrease of 3.8 percent in the domestic
flights' passengers while that of Debtor and subsidiary declined by 0.7 percent only. The business
would have remained profitable provided that the Debtor could ensure efficient and reasonable cost

management,

Due to intense competition as mentioned above, especially price war initiated by major
competitors i.e. Middle-east aitlines, and expanding flight network of domestic and international
airlines, coupled with the red ocean environment worldwide, major obstacles against the Debtor in its
attempt to improve income and cost management derived from high operating costs and lack of
flexibility to manage and reduce the costs promptly with the situation. At the same time, it was
impossible for the Debtor to announce the higher airfares due to the extremely competitive business
environment mentioned above. As a result, it was forced to operate with the existing airfares in order
to maintain competitive edge in the market. Additionally, a large portion of income from sales of air
ticket was subject to commission fee payable to ticket dealers or agencies. Income per unit of the
Debtor therefore continued to decline although the global market saw higher numbers of air {ravellers.
If the Debtor is able to efficiently adjust its sales and marketing strategies and ensure cost effectiveness,

it will surely turnaround the business and report sound operating profit.
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5.3 COVID-19 situation worsened the lack of Hquidity resulting from the declining
income of the Debtor to the extent that it was incapable of making payment for any due debts.

The factor of which was an absolutely unforeseen force majeure

The Debtor would like to inform that according to the nature of airline business,
especially in case of the Debtor’s business, the differences between the expenses and incoms is low or
in other word it yields a rather thin margin. As such, airlines usually rely on business continuity and
uninterrupted business operations to ensure a balance of streams of revenue and expenditure. The
industry requires ongoing business to remain profitable i.e. the more passengers are transported to their
destination or the less aircraft of the Debtor stay grounded, the higher income it could generate.
Unfortunately, the spread of COVID-19 pandemic in December 2019 until the present, which rapidly
aggravated worldwide, causing immediate cancellation of flights, e.g, domestic flights and those of
Asian destinations starting from 25 March 2020 onwards while cancellation of the same was applied
to routes to Australian continent from 27 March 2020 onwards; followed by cancellation of flights to
European cities from I April 2020 onwards. Similar events occurred to other airlines, causing other
supporting businesses of the Debtor to be minimized or suspended, e.g. cargo and mail terminal
service, ground equipment service, catering service, repair and maintenance service, technical suppost
service, flight facilitation service, and in-flight duty free sales service; all of which resulted: in severe
impact on the business of the Debtor, who was forced to stay grounded while bearing costs of operation
as well as its usual due debts, which are of large amounts in accordance with its business scale.

Significant expenditures included aircraft leasing fees and employees® salary and wages,

Moreover, immediate flight cancellation triggered a large number of requests from
customers for airfare refunds in case of advanced air ticket purchase or flight cancellation. Such
unexpected amounts would not occur had there were no COVID-19 outbreak which put a halt on the
Debtor’s airline operation, which terribly intensified the existing financial issues to unavoidably hit

the point of crisis.

5.4 The Debtor’s business operation lack flexibility to compete in the red ocean,
which demanded highly adaptive strategies to make rapid changes,

Previously, shareholders of the Debtor included the Ministry of

Finance and Government Savings Bank holding a total ratio of 53.16 percent,
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which friggered the status of the Debtor as a state-owned enterprise in accordance with more than ten
related laws., Where the Debior was a state-owned enterprise, it shall abide by several limitations in
alignment with rules, regulations, and protocols applicable to state-owned enterprises. Consequently,
the Debtor, which engages as a large-sized, full-scale airline operator, lacked flexibility in respect of
management, business engagement, investment, project inifiation, commercial and marketing
strategies, although it was operating in the red ocean business environment. Such limitations were a
key factor that caused the Debtor to suffer accumulative loss through these years albeit is annual
revenues of more than Baht 100,000 million.

Determination of management policies, business plan and procurement of the Debtor
shall be carried out in accordance with the relevant laws, including the Regulations of the Office of
the Prime Minister on Procurement B.E.2535, Governiment Procurement and Supplies Management
Act B.E. 2560 and other relevant laws, rules, regulations (hereinafier referred to as “the Procurement
Laws™) as well as laws on governance of state-owned enterprise or law on proposal to cabinet and
meeting regulations, causing burden for the Debtor to go through various steps in preposing ifs
business plans. Proposals are required to first be-approved by the Board of Directors of the Debtor
prior to being proposed to the Ministry of Transport (direct supervisory authority), the State Enterprise
Policy Office (state enterprise supervisory authority), and the Minister for consideration and approval.
Such mechenism is time-consuming and reguires irregularly high resources, high management cost
and budget. It usually takes a period of several months to complete such approval process once a matter
is approved by the Board of Directors of the Debtor. Thus, the Debtor was not in control of its business
direction, change of policies, implementation of management or business plans or business operations
with sufficient speed and efficiency to compete against private airlines. Moreover, the mechanism
slows down the management and operations of the Debtor, wasting its resources and incurring high
and unnecessary costs while obstructing its capacity to compete in the red ocean airline industry where

speed and agility are essential.

In addition, unnecessary processes and protocols mentioned above also obstruct cost
management of the Debtor, e.g. in the event that the Debtor wanted to manage its cost and lignidity
through disposal of inactive or unnecessary aircrafts due to either natural conditions or rapidly
changing preference of passengers. As a state-owned enterprise, the Debtor was required to take into

account not only the economic or investment factors, but also related laws to minimize impact on
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management and supervisory governance as it forms part of the govemment. Thus, decision was made
in delay and the Debtor ended up being incapable to quote the selling price based on the natural
condition of such aircrafts or the market price thereof, unlike other airlines. The Debtor had to agree
to the pricing structure that maximized the benefits of the public sector in compliance with the
Procurement Law and other relevant laws, rules, and regulations. Eventually, no airlines or other
operators expressed interest in acquiring aircraft, engines, or other equipment from the Debtor,
resulting in a large volume of grounded aireraft and inactive and non-useful engines, or equipment. It
incurred extra burden to the Debtor in providing repair and maintenance instead of ensuring sound cost
and liquidity management. In the meantime, it facked budget to acquire suitable investment to enhance
its competitive edge and effectiveness to stay on par with peers in the market or in any particular

period.

Apart from the abovementioned laws, the Debtor, as a state-owned enterprise, is
required to comply with the Public-Private Partnership Act B.E. 2562, which stipulates that the Debtor
is required to comply with the prescribed criteria, processes, rules, and methods relating to joint
investment with other companies. This caused additional limitations to the Debtor, which owns sound

resources and business foundation that should be able compete well against other private airlines.

Private airlines, on the other hand, are under managenient of the Board of Directors
delegated with full authority to drive and steer business direction, or change policies, management,
business plan and other operations with speed and quality that led them to success. They are highly
adaptive to changes in time for any disruptio, enabling these airlines to ensure sound cost management
and disposal of unused assets or to change the organizational structure, to proceed with joint
investment, or to determine commercial and marketing strategies in order to offer attractive airfares to
the public, which generates the main stream of revenue of the airlines and satisfactory profit and
performance albeit the red ocean business environment. For instance, other private airlines are allowed
to determine management of fleet, flights, or airfares at the cheapest cost in order to offer the most
competitive airfares from marketing perspective; or to arrange for multiple supplier biddings in each
year in respect of on-board supply procurement to ensure the cheap and optimal procurement pricing. The
Debtor, however, could not afford to arrange the same because it would have been even more time-

consuming and ingurred higher cost.
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Based on the above examples, it clearly demonstrates issues and obstacles hindering
the agility of the Debtor to compéte in airling industry which is highly competitive and requires speed
adaptability, both of which are lunited by laws, rules, and regulations abided by the Debtor as a state-~
owned enterprise, which requires absolute compliance and eliminates any possibility of omission
thereof. Thus, on 22 May 2020, subsequent to duly consideration where the benefit of the nation and
the Debtor were taken into account, the Ministry of Finance, a major shareholder of the Debtor holding
its shares at 51.03 percent (the factor of which triggered the Debtor’s status of a state-owned
enterprise), decided to sell 3.17 percent of its total shares to Vayupak Fund, in order to enhance the
agility of the Debtor to compete in airline industry which is highly competitive and requires speed
adaptability. The share sale results in the decrease of the Ministry of Finance's portion of shares held
to 47.86 percent of total shares. Consequently, the Debtor was relieved from the state-owned enterprise
status and compliance requirements thereof, since its shares held by public agencies were reduced to
not exceeding 50 percent of total shares. The Board of Directors of the Debtor is now fully and
sufficiently authorized to make decisions to drive and navigate the business, or to change policies,
business management, and business operations to ensure speed and efficiency of its business
engagement and its agility to compete in airline industry which is highly competitive and requires

speed adaptability in the future.

5.5 Without the business recrganization, it would canse damage and loss to the
Debtor, creditors, employees, investors, the public, and leading to the adverse impact on the

nation’s economic and social systems

The Debtor hereby clarifies that its business has solid foundation and high potential.
With the business reorganization and adjusiment of strategies and business plan to fit the business
operation, to become a more agile, modern, and capable to compete in the airline industry, the Debtor
will surely be able to continue ifs operations and turparound the business to profitability. Albeit the
favourable business background, the Debior could not continue its business without business
reorganization. This was because most of existing rights and agreements, related to flying would be
terminated while the Debtor would be enforced to pay all debts, which will eventually force it to enter
bankruptey state. As informed in the Clause 3, the Debtor is now incapable of paying any due debts
although it has been demanded the same by financial institutions, aircraft Iessors, and relevant public
agencies. Being unable to settle such debts,-parties may exercise their rights in accordance with the
laws and contractual right. All of which are material o the Debtor’s business engagement. The debts
or the right on collateral may be enforced. Either of which would intervene the business

continuity of the Debtor, which may eventually lead to bankruptcy. On the contrary,
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being allowed to undergo business reorganization under governance of the Court, official receiver, and
the Bankruptcy Act would provide an opportunity for the Debtor to proceed with debt restructuring,
adjustment of business reorganization plan to fit the current business environinent, repayment of debts
to all creditors in a fair manner, and this will ensure the business survival. Thus, business
reorganization is the sole option to ensure business continuity of the Debtor, which will optimize the
benefits of the Debtoz, all creditors, all stakeholders as well as the nation’s economy partly driven by
the business of the Debtor all these vears. The Debtor therefore deserves to be granted with the business

reorganization.

The Debtor hereby notifies that without business reorganization where the Debtor
would be forced to enter bankruptcy, the damages and loss will be suffered by the Debtor, all creditors,

employees, investors, and the public, leading to adverse impact on the nation’s economic and social systems.

(a) The Debtor is a large-sized business with over 20,000 employees recruited to engage
in business concerning air travel, flight cargo for goods and mail, terminal services, ground customer
services, ground equipment services, catering services, aircraft repair and maintenance service,
technician support, etc. Each business unit consists of industry experts, specialized in aviation business
of the Debtor. The bankruptey of the Debior shall put a halt to all businesses and all employees will
be out of jobs immediately and suffer negative impacts. In addition, there or some outsourced suppliers
and business partners, which engage solely in the airline business related to the Debtor’s operation.
The cessation of the Debtor's operation will result in the income shortage of these parties, which may

lead to their financial crisis as well.

(b) The Debtor is a listed company on the Stock Exchange of Thailand, mobilizing
funds from the general public as well as major and retail investors. As at 22 May 2020, the Debtor has
registelred capital of Baht 26,989,009,500.00, with Baht 21,827,719,170.0 of registered and paid-up
capital. The Debtor also issued debenture totalling not less than Baht 70,000 milkion. If the Debtor
enters the state of bankruptey, the shares will have no value and the Debtor will be incapable of
redeeming the debenture. As a result, investors, shareholders, and debenture holders will be adversely
affected. This includes effect on Thai people who are retail investors. Also, foreign investors would
lose their confidence to invest in listed shares traded in the Stock Exchange of Thailand, since the

Debtor is a large-sized organization with seund resources and reputation.

{c) The tourism industry has been the core driver of Thailand’s economy

for the past 60 years. The Debtor has acted as a key driver of the economy by
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engaging in the air travel business. It is renowned as the national airline and is mternationally
recognized. The Debtor is the carrier of tourists visiting Thailand as well as domestic travellers. Its
services impressed all visitors with its full service together with Thai unique charm and service minded
culture. The cessation of the Debtor will impact the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of the country as

well as other economic and social perspectives such as unemployment rates, economic growth, efc.

(d) Invaluable assets of Thai Afrways are its operating resources in the airline business,
including aircraft, engine, and equipment, capable and well experienced operating officers with various
specialty certificates, rights to fly and ground at airports and entrance to several airports. All of which
are of value, particularly its hranding which has been well established in Thailand and worldwide as
the airline of international standard and consecutive winner of prestigious awards throughout 60 years
of operations with worldwide routes. These are the unique invaluable strengths. With the continuing
business operation, the Debtor is capable to raise benefits from such priceless assets, which would
enable the Debtor to repay debts to all creditors. On the contrary, the state of bankruptey would destroy
the Debtor’s assets which are intangible assets and specific assets for aviation business, which can
easily be deteriorated without continnous maintenance. They would not have sufficient value to repay
the debits to all creditors which adversely and broadly impact various groups of people as well as the

econonic and social systems of the nation.

Due to the given grounds, it deems justifiable to grant business reorganization for the Debtor.
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Clause 6, Prospects for the Debtor's business reorganization

The Debtor hereby informed the Court that its financial issnes and indebtedness were
"not caused by the business foundation, but rather the red ocean business environment of the airline
industry, coupled with limitations and lack of management agility due to its former state-owned
enterprise status, which resulted in declining average income per umit. Is business foundation,
however, remained solid and of hih in every aspect. It has potential, with readiness to generate further
streams of income for the Debtor, which will enable it to repay debts to creditors. With the business
reorganization, it will solve all debt issues that become due under debt, equity and organizational
restructuring process with proper means under the business reorganization plan. Management issues
will be addressed and approached properly and efficiently. The Debtor would like to mention the plan
to iroprove its financial position and management with various strategies to enhance operating
efficiency, which is its preliminary prospect for the business reorganization (which is subject to
changes or modification should the Court grant the business reorganization to the Debtor and the

Planner could proceed with in-depth feasibility study). Details are prescribed below.

6.1 The Debtor shall undergo debt restructuring by means of negotiation with creditors
to extend the repayment period, reduction of principal and interest, in part or in whole, or grace period
of principal and interest payment, refinancing or debt ox cost restricting of different formats as deemed
fit under the business reorganization plan. The plan administrator may mobilize additional source of
fund by means of loan or credit facilities granted by financial institutions, investors, or business
alliances where the funds will be wtilized to finther business improvement or expansion; or Tor use as
working capital of the Debtor’s business. Moreover, the business reorganization plan may determine
that the Plan Administraior enter into amy confracts to manage assets and business for further
improvement and modification that enable the Debtor to operate with enhanced efficiency and in a
sustainable manner. Such actions will be decided by taking into consideration the business and
financial capability as well as the economic conditions and other-external factors, which may impact
the Debtor’s business. With this option, creditors shall be able to receive more repayment when

compared with the same in case the Debtor enters state of banlauptcy.

6.2 Regarding the business administration of the Debtor, which incurs high cost that
does not cotrespond with income generated, the Debtor is required to change the organizationat
structure of its business as well as other business vnits to enhance its agility and eliminate unnecessary

costs._For example:
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- Improvement shall be made to the flight routes and fleet. Reconsideration shall be
made by adjusting existing routes or cancelling low-margin routes or routes without any profitability
potential in the future. It will decrease production capacity along with relevant costs and expenditures.
Flight routes may be reconsidered and modified in proper manner o secure and enhance the Debtor’s
competitive edge. Such changes may include modification and reduction of certain types of aircraft in
the fleet,

- Entity or business units related to flying business shall be improved to enhance the
competitive edge of the Debtor as well as its growth potential to ensure steady and sustainable business
expansion. The organizational structure of business units that have potential profitability growth may
be adjusted by enhancing its management agility such as establishment of subsidiary, seeking of
business partners for joint venture so as to identify new business opportunity and to maximize the
potential of existing business units for self-reliance with cash flow and management flexibility to make
further profit.

- Improvement shall be made te commercial strategy and revenue generating capability
by ‘means of improving ticket distribution channels; for example, improvement and addition of new
selling channels via the internet and various online platforms, which are more efficient and user-
friendly. The commission scheme will be restructured and dealer performance evaluation process will
be conducted in a more appropriaie and cautious manner. Technology would be applied to analyse data
and set the pricing and allocate passenger seat that fits the demand of customers. The income
generating skill will be proactively enbanced. Furthermore, the Debtor may improve, develop, and
enhanoe its potential to increase income generated from airline business; for instance, those related to
a full-scale ground customer services, technical support service, repair and maintenance services for
aircraft and engines, catering service, lounge service, brand merchandising as well as provision of
technical training courses related to aviation business with coverage from upstream to downstream

businesses.

~ QOrganizational structure will be improved so as to update the business’s operating
procedures, eliminate redundant and nonecessary processes while optimizing the potential of each
business unit in order to identify synergy. In addition, the Debtor may consider and modify the number
of employees to ensure alignment with the adjusted fleet and production capacity, which will be
supported by appropriate policy so that the manpower of the Debtor fit its capability to manage cost,
expenditure, and production capacity of the Debtor. Compensation and benefits of employees will be

adjusted to be on par with the industry benchmark by taking into account the individual performance
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and produetivity. Albeit the manpower reduction policy, the Debtor insisted on maintaining morale
support and encouragement for its employees who have at their best dedicated to the Debtor’s
operation and who demonstrated honesty and integrity. At this stage, the Debtor does not have policy
to change any benefits under the pension fund scheme for retired employees. The Debtor is confident
that such business reorganization plan shall lead it to success and it will obtain full support from its

employees.

In this regard, the debt restructuring plan and business management improvement serve
merely as preliminary guidelines. The business reorganization and management plan require further
consideration in various aspects, including internal factors of the Debtor as well as external factors
such as the overall economy, industry trends, government policies, pandémic outbreak, disasters,
political stability, amount of debts filed for settlement, including the material aspects of each
subsequent debts filed for settlement. The Planner shall conduct an in-depth feasibility study for the
possibility of debt restructuring under the business reorganization plan based on the tenct that the
business reorganization plan shall bring justice to all creditors. The repayment of debts under the
reorganization plan will surely be more than that of the case where the Debtor becomes insolvent.
Moreover, the business reorganization plan of the Debtor shall be approved by the meeting of creditors
and the Court in compliance with the law where justice will be brought to all creditors while benefit
will be yielded to the business of the Debtor in alignment with the intent of the Bankruptey Act in all

aspects.

If it may please the Court, the Debtor has engaged in the airline business for over 60
years, extending its flight network around the world and owns the largest route coverage in Thailand
derived from being founding membership and co-founder of the Start Alliance. The Debtor is fully
equipped with personnel with experience and expertise in the airline industry, ranging from the
upstream to downstream businesses. The expertise of which branched out to other relevant and
connected business units; The Debtor is thus the biggest full-scale airline in Thailand, offering high
standards of services and safety. The 60-year longstanding reputation and its goodwill of being
Thailand’s national airline is invaluable. The business reorganization opportunity therefore will
provide the chance for the Debtor to undergo the restructuring of its debts, cost, organizational charts
as well as modification of management to fit info the current competition and global situation. The
Debtor is confident that it will once again be the airline that represents the pride of the natien and enjoy
sustainable growth in the fotuge.
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Clause 7. The Petitioner {iles for business reorganization in good faith

The Debtor hereby notifies the Court that it applies for the business reorganization in
good faith as there are no other means to remedy and solve the financial troubles, which it has
encountered, except for the business reorganization which would provide an opportunity for the Debtor
to undergo business reorganization under the Court's governance. Should the Debtor fail to enter the
business reorganization process, it would neither be able to negotiate with creditors for debt
restructuring; nor obtain new loans nor source of funds for business operation, for the purpose of
generating income for repayment of debts owed to creditors. It would also be unable to restructure the
equity and organizational structures to enhance its competitive edge in the airline industry. The
business reorganization thus is the sole means for the Debtor to completely solve its indebtedness and
lack of Hiquidity while engaging in the business on a going-concern basis $o as to generate income for
the Debtor, employ over 20,000 employees and to drive the national economy forward. Eventually, all
creditors will benefit from the business reorganization of the Debtor in a fair manner as intended by
the law; and the debts shall be repaid at justifiable and higher amounts than that of the case where the
Debtor enters the state of bankruptey. More importantly, the filing for business reorganization of the
Debtor demonstrates its intent and determination to maintain the going business with an aim to
minimize any impact toward the creditors, trade partners, employees, investors, as well as the

economic and social systems of the nation.

Details are as shown in the Letters
of Consent to be the Planner with their profiles (CV), Petition Exhibit No. 12.

In this regard, should the Court order the business reorganization plan without the
appointment of the Planner, it is proposed to the Court to appoint EY Corporate Advisory Services
Limited together with Air Chief Marshal Chaiyapruk Didyasarin, Mr. Chakkrit Parapuntakul, Mr.
Pirapan Salirathavibhaga, Mr. Boontuck Wungcharoen, Mr. Piyasvasti Amranand, and Mr. Chansin
Treenuchagron Directors of the Debtor, to be the interim Planner who manage the Debtor's business
until the official appointment of the same is further announced. Any interim binding transac;[ions of
the Debtor requires signature of either Air Chief Marshal Chaiyapruk Didyasarin, or Mr. Chalkkrit
Parapuntakul, or Mr: Pirapan Salirathavibhaga, or Mr. Boontuck Wungcharoen, or Mr. Piyasvasti
